Background on the Division of Child Care Services Licensing Requirements

· Licensing requires that all Child Care Center staff receive 20 hours of training each year.  During the first year of employment, each staff person must obtain training in the 15 prescribed areas.

· Licensing requires that all Group Family Day staff receive 10 hours of training each year.  During the first year of employment, each staff person must obtain training in 3 of the 15 prescribed areas.

· Licensing requires that all registered family child care providers receive 6 hours of training each year.  The training must be in 3 of the 15 prescribed areas. 

Who should attend the Intro to Child Care Series?  Entry-level or first-time teachers, and first time family child care providers who need basic, introductory information should attend. These classes are recommended for those individuals who have never taken any formal child care orientation classes.  We do not recommend this series for experienced teachers.

What does the Intro to Child Care Series cover?  These classes are designed as an introductory training for first-time teachers in Health and Safety, Child Growth and Development, Guidance and Communication.   Only the most important and relevant points will be covered.  It is our expectation that new staff will sign up for more in-depth classes for the remainder of their required hours of training.

What other classes will a first-time child care teacher need to take during my first year to meet the 20-hour requirement?  Entry- level or first-time teachers in child care centers must complete Basic First Aid and CPR within the first year of employment, plus an additional 7 hours of training. See Sample Training Plan 

Entry-level or first-time teachers in group family day homes must complete Basic First Aid and CPR within the first year of employments, plus an additional 2 hours of training. See Sample Training Plan.

What other classes will a first-time family child care provider need to take during my first year to meet the 6 hour requirement?  Family child care providers must complete training and certification in CPR, and maintain a valid CPR certification while in business.
