Instructors of the Intro to Child Care Series use a mix of adult-learning activities, video clips, small and large group discussion, a demonstration classroom, online materials and handouts to provide participants with 8 hours of basic training to support them in their new roles as child care teachers and family child care providers in an early childhood setting (both center and home based). Participants completing the training will receive a formal certificate of attendance that can be used to meet training requirements from the SD Division of Child Care Services.
